Dear Parent/Carer  

Year 9, Food and Farming Student Day, Hollow Trees Farm, Wednesday 17th June 2026 

I am writing to let you know that your child has the opportunity to attend a ‘Food and Farming Student 
Day’ at Hollow Trees Farm, near Hadleigh.  This event will allow students to find out more about the 
vast range of organisations that support this sector and the career opportunities available within 
agriculture and food production.  
 
Students may attend this trip in non-uniform however they should wear appropriate clothing for the 
weather (sun hat, sun cream if warm or a waterproof jacket and warm coat if cold) and suitable 
footwear as it may be muddy.  We will be leaving the Academy by minibus at approximately 9.00am 
and returning at approximately 3.00pm. There will be no charge for this trip.  
 
All students will be provided with a locally sourced packed lunch, for which there is no cost. Please 
make sure that you specify if your child has any dietary requirements, by indicating this on the consent 
form. If your child is entitled to free school meals and would prefer a packed lunch from the Academy 
then please specify this. 

Please note that places are issued on a first come, first served basis. Simply log 
onto https://www.ipayimpact.co.uk with your Username and Password, the trip will be live from 9am 
on Monday 25th May 2026. Places are limited and are a first come first serve basis.  From the Home 
Page, click on Accounts and select your child’s name, followed by the Details button to the right of the 
Fund Name ‘Hollow Trees Farm 2026’ complete the details requested and finally, go to the 
basket. The deadline is Friday 5th June 2026.  

If at any time from now to the date of the trip, your child’s behaviour is considered by the Academy to be 
unacceptable and might cause serious concern whilst away from the site, the right is reserved to refuse 
to take him/her/them on the trip.  However, I am sure all parents understand how important trust, 
behaviour and safety issues are on these occasions.
